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CEO's CORNER There has been much discussion and debate recently at meetings of the Warren
Jim Decker. CEO County School District Board of Directors centered around the St. Bonaventure
Warren County Chamber of D Elniei e

Business & Industry These discussions have been focused on two primary issues.

First is the issue of Grade Point Average (GPA) weighting which is applied to student scores for both the Advanced PAd&endriDual Enrollment
(DE) courses taken. The argument raised by students not involved with the DE program is that they are being unfaih treatedcture of the DE
course schedule which offers those students the ability to gain the weighted advantage on effectively twice as manigtinwaggpgen school year.

The board of the school district has appropriately acknowledged this situation and has created a special committeemnisbdso€ administrative
personnel as well as students from both the AP and DE programs. This committee has been charged with assessingishrectpoigiesd relative to
grade point weighting as well as the academic rigors of the two programs to determine the most equitable way to reflectthefdhe program in
offering GPA "bonus" to either.

It would seem prudent to withhold any further public discussion on this matter pending the outcome of the committees' work.

The second issue is that of the School District providing funding to assist with the cost of tuition for students pariicipatDE program. The argu-
ments voiced in opposition to these expenditures, which totaled $109,706 this school year, has been that this is aatthagpmiiax dollars in that it
benefits individual students and that the tax payers of Warren County should not be expected to assist a limited nuthabisr witsttheir college tui-
tion expenses.

What has not been pushed publicly are the following points which support the continuation of this support by the district:

1. The funding provided to this point in support of the DE program has come from Stimulus Funding and Commonwealth DoedtEgreosit funds.
While both of these sources of funding represent tax dollars, both are programs which are specifically designatedtisrmsemer. The WCSD
would not have had discretion to utilize the funding for any other purpose.

2. The DE program offers students the opportunity to complete their WCSD graduation requirements concurrently withuitensifgcredits. It
can therefore be argued that these students are actually paying a premium for obtaining their high school diplomadacingliye cost to the school
district for their instruction.

3. The DE program developed by the WCSD in collaboration with St. Bonaventure University has been both fully certéi€drimstiivania Depart-
ment of Education and applauded by the Department for its curricular and delivery structure as well as the breadtbibtifyaitcessients throughout
Warren County.

4. The WCSD is responsible only for the cost of transportation of students to the Pinegrove Education Center to pettiieipdieorogram. No con-
struction, furnishing, technology, administrative and education delivery or facility operational expenses are providdf8th&'he construction and
furnishing of the facility was paid for through local individual, corporate and foundation contributions as well as stdmiéinaial commitments made
by the WCCBI which will be paid from future operational activities as well as the Pinegrove Ambulatory Surgery Centerg f@citii maintenance
and occupancy expenses will be paid by St. Bonaventure University.

The DE program was aggressively pursued and supported by the WCCBI on the basis that it provides a challenging acatisitydapmar youth
through a nationally recognized university. The presence of St. Bonaventure within our community, operating from ghgistialdocation which has
been constructed to meet university instructional requirements with curricula presented by fully accredited universityspsotascial to improving
our ability as a community to recruit new professional employers and employees to our community. Our lack of such addatherhtional opportu-
nities within our community has been noted time and time again as a true impediment to these efforts.

The WCCBI continues to support the DE program and the Board of Directors of the Warren County School District in thgisguuwitnof the pro-
gram.
