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Hey, Mike, would you help with our Dirty Job?

A beautiful location and a dirty job.
As long as somebody's got to do it, maybe that somebody should be famous for doing dirty work.

Going into its fourth year, the Allegheny River Clean -Up is trying to bring in a ringer to help rid the river of the fall -out fr om

decades of dumping.
What better expert than Mike Rowe of the Discovery Channel's series "Dirty Jobs"?

"We would like to invite Mike and the Dirty Jobs crew to join us for the 2012 Allegheny River Cleanup," U.S. Forest Service f ish-
eries biologist and one of the Chief River Rats Nathan Welker wrote in his letter of invitation. The event will be held from Sept.
8 through 15.

"Each year hundreds of volunteers spend five days wading around in the mud and water to collect trash from our beautiful Wild
& Scenic Allegheny River. Once the trash is collected it is then sorted for recycling by a small army of volunteers," Welker
wrote. "The 2011 cleanup yielded over 50 cubic yards of trash, plus 12,600 pounds of metal, and 237 tires. In addition, dozen s

of garbage bags full of glass, plastic, and aluminum were also recycled."

The group's leaders don't want to give the impression that the Allegheny River is a dirty place. However, the items pulled ou tof
the river are wet, slimy, often rusty, and generally nasty. The most energetic volunteers get coated in river -bottom muck.

Rather, Welker said they would like to "showcase the cleanliness and beauty of the Allegheny Wild & Scenic River."

The designation "is a direct result of the dirty jobs our wonderful volunteers come out and do each and every year," he said.
"Most of the large trash that we pull out of the river each year were either washed in by flooding or was discarded decades
ago."

"We have one of the most beautiful rivers in the country, but generations ago, rivers were used as dumps because the spring

floods would make the trash disappear like magic," Chief River Rat John Beard said. "Much of the trash washed downstream but

a significant amount was buried. The constant action of the river unburies materials from the past and to keep our river pris-

tine, we've taken on the dirty job of serving as trash haulers for our parent's parents to the tune of over 20 tons over the last 3
years."

"Our local communities have evolved into excellent stewards of our natural resources and we're simply not finding any blatant
dumping going along the river these days," Welker said.

There is something in it, beyond picking up an experienced worker, for the organizers.

"Warren County and the Allegheny River are breathtaking and beautiful tourist destinations, | think | can speak for a lot of the
community by saying we are proud to be able to call Warren County home," the event's chief executive (Rubber Ducky) Paul

Mead said. "Bringing Mike and the Dirty Jobs crew to town would be a excellent opportunity to showcase the beauty of our

natural resources on a national level, in turn, hopefully it will result in an increase in tourism to the community."

"It's important to note that while the Allegheny River is not dirty, the work the volunteers do is extremely muddy, sweaty, w et
and a lot of hard work, which could not be accomplished if it were not for the overwhelming support of the community," Mead
said. "We hope that Mike will join us in 2012."

"This annual event is a wonderful '‘Community Conservation Event' that is sure to leave Mike and the crew smiling, filthy, and
wet," Welker said. "This is a true dirty job. You want disgusting, we've got it. You'd be amazed at the things we pull out of the

river."
